· This is not an application for a free home; rather it is an application for a no-interest loan for affordable housing which requires a down payment.
· Your evaluation will include your attendance at a mandatory information meeting, personal interviews, home visits and verification of information submitted in the application.
· If questions are not answered truthfully, your application may be denied.
· You are submitting yourself and all persons listed on the front page of the application to a criminal background and sex offender check.
· Partner families are chosen on the basis of need, ability to pay and willingness to provide sweat equity hours prior to moving into the home.

After the applications are received, a committee will begin to evaluate the information and notify you that either you are still being considered and ask you to supply additional information or inform you that at this time you do not qualify as a Partner Family.
